EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

Mr Wayne Robb and Mr Graham Brewer from the Morrinsville Promotions 
Association were present to update the Board on progress and how the Board can 
help.

Mr Graham Brewer mentioned that there had been a delay in the progress of the 
security cameras for Morrinsville Central Business District due to the merger of the 
Morrinsville Business Association and the Morrinsville Promotions Association.  The 
Morrinsville Promotions Association advertised for interested parties to apply for the 
supply and installation of the security cameras and had four companies reply and 
give a presentation.  A tender document was formulated and prices were requested 
for the following: 
 
1 Three types of cameras, prices ranged from $1500 for a fixed camera to 

$5000 for a PDZ camera. 

2 Three types of transmission systems 

·  Laser system 

·  Fibre Optic system 

·  VHF system which is the most popular, it can be shifted. 

The receiver would be based at the Police Station and could take up to ten cameras 
at a cost of around $20,000. 
 
Mr Brewer said that the Morrinsville Promotions Association is moving the project 
forward. Funding is needed for the purchase and ongoing insurance and 
maintenance.  Application for funding has been made to Clubs, Pubs and Gaming 
Trusts and local businesses.  It is envisaged that the cameras would eventually cover 
the entire business district but at this stage there are no promises as to when the 
cameras will be in operation.
