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Clayton Memorandum of Understanding.
My belief is that the Draft Memorandum of Understanding relative to Tramping Club is
so limits the Tramping Club role, that it excludes any scope for initiative, development or

skilled work, even under Warren Geraghty’s supervision.

A warm welcome to our new members, it is great to have you on board.

It has been some time since the last rural email, and my apologies for that, however it is pleasing to see the
communication between yourselves and us has continued, and this is most valued.

Over recent years drug operations have been uncovered in rural Waikato communities.

If you suspect suspicious behaviour or vehicles at one of your addresses that you may be
renting, or at a location in your area, please feel free to contact us. We would rather get a
phone call reporting such, and have it turn out to be nothing, than not get a call at all.

It is important you don't assume Police already know about a location or activity in your area
that you may have concerns about.

This information will be held in confidence should you have concerns.

As you will be aware, in order to support drug habits, many people will resort to crime ... so to
help prevent becoming a victim of crime, stopping the drug manufacturers and suppliers is one
of the steps we can take.

On the Road ...

District wide tractors on our roads have been stopped lately in routine checks. In some
instances it has been found that the driver has been previously disqualified and does not
currently hold a licence. This may lead to the tractor (or farm bike if that is what is being used)
to being impounded.

Just a timely reminder, if you, or your worker, has lost their licence, this will impact on all
vehicles they drive or operate on the road, not just their cars. Tractors and farm bikes are very
much part of our day-to-day needs, and would cause a real inconvenience for you if they had to
be impounded when it could have been preventable.

Common items targeted ...

e To date this year scrap metal thefts have been minimal, however with the price of scrap
starting to increase again we have seen the odd one starting to appear around the area.
Please keep an eye out on any out buildings you may have that could be of interest to
these offenders.

e In neighbouring areas burglaries have seen an increase where laptops and DVD players
have been targeted items. Some of these items have been recovered by Police and we
have been able to return to their owners, as serial numbers / identifiers have been noted.
If you have updated some of your contents, including tools, take note of their serial
numbers, or any identifying features and record them. Apart from the inconvenience of
not having them, the insurance received often doesn't fully cover the replacement value.

e Trailers and the odd quad bike have been targeted in our area, so again, if you are not
using these items, secure them as much as possible, out of sight and with keys removed,
to avoid the temptation of offenders.
