EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Matters Arising from the Te Manawhenua Forum Mo Matamata Meeting held on 20
March 2009 were discussed at the Council Meeting held on 8 April 2009.

The Items discussed and Council decisions are below. Further discussion taken
place at this meeting is recorded below.

Item 9.3 — Te Aroha Railway Land Resolution

“That Council delay the consideration of the tender of the Te Aroha Railway land by
a month, until Ngati Tumutumu hear back from the Office of Treaty Settlements
regarding their letter”.

Council has noted the Te Manawhenua Forum’s request. The matter has been
looked into previously. The land is owned free of any registered claim by Council.
Council to reiterate its stance.

Item - Land in relation to the Public Works Act
The Forum asked that a study be conducted to determine original land owners.

This research would cost approximately $1 million. Mayor Vercoe stated that this is
an Office of Treaty Settlements, not Council, matter.

DISCUSSION

Mr Taipari does not accept this he is not convinced by costing. Mr Taipari said he
heard what the Mayor said, but doesn’t think the situation should be fobbed off to
Central Government. In Mr Taipari’'s view Council still have a responsibility and this
issue is about land tenure by the Matamata-Piako District Council. Mr Taipari does
not support the findings of Council.

Ms Turner mentioned the Reserves Plan; asking how did you (Matamata-Piako
District Council) get Boyd Park, the Domain etc? Ms Turner supports Mr Taipari and
agrees it should not cost $1M.

Mayor Vercoe reiterated that it was Council’s decision not to fund a report in the next
three (3) years.
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Iltem 9.2.2 — Resource Consents for District Wastewater and Water Assets
Resolution

“That Council incorporate conditions to all consents required for waste water
treatment plant and water take using appropriate wording to protect the interests and
values of Manawhenua associated with the waterways”.

Council determined that this is a Resource Management Act issue.

Maunga Te Aroha Management Plan
Mayor Vercoe enquired from Ms Turner if there was any further information available
regarding the Maunga Te Aroha Management Plan.

Ms Turner replied that the document is available but has not been distributed to our
own people yet. Ms Turner stated that she “didn’t trust you guys, it is likely you will
use the plan against us”.

Mr Taipari stated that the reason for the plan was to protect the interests of the
people, as a protection mechanism and identification of sites. He believes it is a
useful tool, being proactive. He suggested the document summary be available to
the Forum.

Cr McGrall stated that in order for the Forum and Council to understand they need to
see the document and asked Ms Turner why she was stalling?

Ms Turner replied that “our people don’t have a copy yet".

Ms Rolfe said Ms Turner must recognise the document, under the Resource
Management Act, is a benefit for your people and is a help to other people who are
looking to undertake development.

Ms Turner stated that she “has the original copy, and so that's where it is at”.

Mr Baker enquired “Does Council fund any management plans in assisting Iwi? Is
there likely to be funds so the tool can be realised?” Mr Baker stated that it is
important and Council has a role in assisting these management plans by realising
technical information.

Ms Rolfe said it is part of the three (3) year plan and is quite a process.

Mr Taipari asked Ms Turner “if the document has already been handed out then why
can’'t the Forum receive it as a draft?” He stated that membership on the Forum
requires trust and that members are here because we represent our people. Mr
Taipari asked Ms Turner to make the document available so it could be received as
information and the Forum could look at the issues and help. The document could
be kept as a draft so people couldn’t use it against Maori until ratified.

Ms Turner stated that she could get the document immediately.

Ms Rolfe suggested that the document be circulated as a draft at the next meeting.
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Mr Taipari asked “do we have to wait until the next meeting? Why not workshop on
it?

Mayor Vercoe stated it would be useful to get an understanding of what is in the
document for Mt Te Aroha.

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7.2 UPDATE ON PROPOSED PLAN CHANGES TO THE MATAMATA-PIAKO
OPERATIVE DISTRICT PLAN

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

This is an update of the proposed plan changes to the Matamata-Piako Operative
District Plan that have progressed so far in 2009. Each was outlined with a general
statement of what the proposed plan change entails and how far along in the process
it is.

PROPOSED PLAN CHANGE 16: REZONING OF KAITIAKI ZONE

This proposed plan change involves rezoning an area of rural land to kaitiaki and vice
versa. An appeal has been lodged to the Environment Court.

DISCUSSION

Ms Rolfe confirmed that this Proposed Plan Change is currently in mediation with an
outcome expected in the next two months.

Council initially proposed the plan change that has been challenged. This relates to
the sites specific line of the Kaitiaki zone identified and is opposing where the line is
in conjunction with the bush area.

PROPOSED PLAN CHANGE 24: DEVELOPMENT MANUAL

This change proposes to integrate the Development Manual, including urban design
measures with the District Plan. The Development Manual was created by Hamilton
City Council to help guide engineering practices within the city. The six neighbouring
District Councils, including Matamata-Piako, are adopting the Manual as their own
standards. MPDC have developed a supplement specific to this district.

The plan change proposes to incorporate references to the Hamilton City Council
Development Manual into the Matamata-Piako Operative District Plan and remove
those standards within the plan that are covered in the Development Manual.

Submissions have now closed and further submissions will be opening shortly.

DISCUSSION

Ms Rolfe stated that the Proposed Plan Change has subdivision rules in it.
Matamata-Piako District Council would incorporate these changes into the District
Plan as part of the urban design principles. The Proposed Plan Change is open for
submissions.
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PROPOSED PLAN CHANGE 31: PRECINCT F

The proposed plan change was bought to Council as a private plan change and
Council has now adopted this as its own. The proposed plan change is to rezone
approximately 50 hectares of land from rural-residential to residential, approximately
34 hectares of land from rural to residential, and approximately 24 hectares from
rural to rural-residential zone. A small area of approximately a hectare will remain
zoned rural-residential.

Some objectives, policies and rules regarding the structure plan and urban design
issues as they relate to subdivision and development are also included within the
proposed plan change.

The proposed plan change is currently open for submissions and closes on 9 July
20009.

DISCUSSION

This proposed plan change was recently adopted, allowing for 700 households.
Council recognises that it will take some time to develop the land. The urban design
principles within the Proposed Plan Change would allow different activities from
medium to higher density development. Discretionary activities would be involved so
Council can say no in different ways.

Mr Kennedy suggested that Council keep an eye out in terms of Maori with urban
designs.

Ms Rolfe pointed out that the Forum were able to make submissions.

Mr Taipari stated that “leaving us (the Forum) to submissions stage is not good
practice and we should have been included at the beginning of the process so can
help Council improve practices”.

PLAN CHANGE 32: BANKS ROAD

This plan change rezoned an area of approximately 12.7 hectares of rural land at
Banks Road, Matamata to residential. This rezoning will go towards meeting the
demand for further residentially zoned land within Matamata. The area was identified
by the Matamata community through consultation at a public meeting in 2007 as a
preferred area for residential expansion.

A Banks Road Structure Plan was also inserted into the District Plan as well as
objectives, policies and rules regarding structure plans.

This plan change became operative 2 April 2009.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Mr Dennis Crequer from Environment Waikato gave an update on the Tui Mine
Remediation Project.

POLICY AND BYLAW ISSUES
There are no other Policy or Bylaw issues in relation to this matter.

DISCUSSION

Mr Gage enquired “what are the risks to streams”™?
Mr Crequer replied that the risks were small.

Mr Gage enquired “where does it flow to"?
Mr Crequer replied “into Tunakohoia Stream, then into Waihou River”.

Cr McGrail enquired “What does the funding include”?

Mr Crequer replied “the maintenance on site. Also the project will be kept under
control for one year for follow up, and then a lump sum will go to Council and the
Department of Conservation to maintain for some years.

Mr Gage asked if resource consent had been applied for.
Mr Crequer replied that it had not as it was unclear exactly what work was required.

Mr Taipari asked if putting on lime is a new plan?
Mr Crequer replied that this was rejected because of the cost and physical difficulty
for the machines.

Mr Taipari asked, “How do you know when capped it will be neutralised? What
provision if acid is not neutralised, how would you fix this problem™?

Mr Crequer replied that it would depend on the problem. No certainty with this sort of
work, however the concept is well proven. It is the process that has sulphur that
turns to acid that causes the problem.

Mr Taipari stated that the Te Manawhenua Forum has a key part to be involved in
monitoring/assessment.

Mr Crequer said this has been raised with land owners and there will be water quality
monitoring for a couple of years. Environment Waikato’s role is only in the project
itself.

Mr Taipari stated that he believed now is the time to get us involved.
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Ms Turner asked, “When will it start”?

Mr Crequer replied that funding provided to Environment Waikato is in Trust this
month. This will be followed by detailed design to gain consents. Can’t do much
more till they are done, but the project starts now.

He further stated that the role of this group was to get Crown funding for Environment
Waikato in a formal agreement. Built into wording are the members, so want
representatives from Te Manawhenua Forum. This needs to get locked in to secure
funding. However, this can be amended. Environment Waikato would like to set up
the structure so that it can cater for Te Manawhenua Forum needs. Mr Crequer
asked which party/individual wants involvement as they are keen to start dialogue,
but need to know who to dialogue with.

Mayor Vercoe reminded the Forum that its purpose is to advise Council, not appoint
representatives.

Ms Turner stated that Ngati Tumutumu will be the first new people on the Committee
are the acknowledged Kaitiaki, so we have first option.

The affects and limitations of this proposal were discussed.

Affects:

Cr McGrail asked if the tours would be held on weekends.

Mr lkeda stated that they would be held mainly in summer, but hard to say, usually 2
parties per week.

Cr McGrail asked about safety concerns.
Ms Christie stated that there should be no conflicts between users.

Ms Turner asked if the tour company had identified trails they would use.
Ms Christie stated that the proposal was to take walkers on the two tracks leading to
the Wairere Falls from the carpark.
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Ms Turner asked if consideration had been given to the dying kauri and the spread of
disease.

Ms Christie replied that the Department of Conservation has a working group to look
at conservancy.

Limitations:

Ms Christie pointed out that the Department of Conservation can add special
conditions, so now is the time to say if there are any limitations the Forum members
wished to have imposed.

Cr McGrail stated that he believed the tours would be a sharing of what we (New
Zealanders) take for granted and he is keen on the proposal.

Mr Taipari would encourage the tour company to work alongside Maori.

Mr lkeda described NAVI's philosophy and plans stating that currently the clientele
are Japanese only but the company is hoping to expand to other groups in the future.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

This report contains information on Community Facilities activities, encompassing
both Parks and Property, of specific interest to the Board. The purpose of this report
is to provide a monthly update and is for information only.

PARKS - MATAMATA

CENTENNIAL DRIVE

On going work in consultation with the Centennial Drive Committee.

Two large cedar trees have been removed to enable further planting to take place in
the winter planting season.

HETANA STREET RAILWAY RESERVE

Vegetation has been removed between the stand of Oaks and the railway line. This
vegetation formed a buffer planting and screened what was previously an industrial
area of town. This however was making the area under the oaks very dark and not
particularly safe. The stumps will be removed in the next couple of weeks and the
area will be reinstated.

KAHIKATEA CRESCENT RESERVE

Vegetation within the new overland flow path is currently being removed to enable
the main contractor to begin construction of the flow path within the next month.

Once construction works have been completed. The area will be replanted to screen
the industrial area from near by residential houses.

MATAMATA DOMAIN

Winter codes have commenced their use of the domain for the season. Planning is
underway for the installation of additional seating within the playground area.

NEIL ALGAR RESERVE

A new entrance sign will be installed at the Peria Road entrance to the reserve. This
sign will be located immediately behind the new entrance way that was constructed
earlier this year.
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The sign is the first to be installed as per the new requirements of the signage
strategy. It is anticipated that over the next few years signage for all the district
reserves will be upgraded to the new standard.

Planning for the installation of seating is underway, with seats hopefully being
installed over the next month. It is anticipated the ground works for the formation of
an earth bund between Pohlen Park and reserve will take place at the same time.

TeE Pol TENNIS COURTS

Members of the Te Poi Community arranged for a clean up of the Tennis Courts.
The rubbish was then removed to the landfill by KVS. The assistance from the
community was greatly appreciated by Council.

Tom GRANT DRIVE

Planning is underway for the installation of seating within the reserve. Matamata
Lions are kindly donating two Park Benches for installation within the Drive.

These will be installed in consultation with the Tom Grant Drive Committee and
Matamata Lions.

OTHER

Leaf pick up is currently underway throughout the Matamata CBD. This is expected
to carry on until at least early July. Other outer areas are fitted in each day after
planned works within the CBD area has been completed.

PARKS - MORRINSVILLE

HowIE PARK

The Cenotaph project was completed and blessed one week prior to Anzac Day. All
garden areas within the new development and re sowing of grass were undertaken
by Kaimai Valley Services.

By all accounts the project has been a great success. As the Cenotaph now has
sufficient flat land to enable the public to participate in services.

Installation of Power and Water reticulation within the reserve is planned to take
place within the next month.

THOMAS PARK

Council has approved the upgrade of the public toilet located within the reserve. This
upgrade will provide lighting both inside and outside the facility along with fencing of
the rear of the block, so that people cannot congregate behind it.

MORRINSVILLE RECREATION RESERVE

Approval has been given by Council to replace the previously removed Anderson
Park Public Toilets.
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The new facility will be located in the Cureton Street carpark. This upgrade will
consist of the installation of two prefabricated unisex toilets along with a Campervan
Dump Station. This was previously located elsewhere within the reserve. Lighting
and the entrance to the playing field are also to be upgraded.

Attached to this report is a site plan of the proposed development.

It is expected that construction will begin within the next month to six weeks once all
necessary consents have been obtained.

MORRINSVILLE ROSE GARDENS

The rose gardens have recently been mulched to reduce maintenance. This will help
to reduce loss of soil moisture and the requirement for irrigation next summer.

WATERWORKS RESERVE

Planning is underway for replanting of areas that were cleared during the harvest of
Pine species. It is intended for this replanting to be undertaken over the coming
winter planting season.

KEEP MORRINSVILLE BEAUTIFUL

The Hanging Baskets that have been hanging all summer and were removed in late
May. They will be prepared and hung in early summer for the summer period.

PARKS - TE AROHA

BoyD PARK

Change over to winter codes has taken place. Renovations to the No 1 field have
been completed.

HERRIS PARK

Planning for replanting of the riparian edge of the Waihou River boundary is
underway. This project has partially been funded by a Clean Streams Grant from
Environment Waikato. The area has been fenced and will be planted over the winter
months.

TE AROHA DOMAIN

Planning is underway for further planting between the geyser and the Café. This will
be undertaken over the winter planting season. Once this area has been planted it
will be mulched to ensure good survival of plantings.

It is also planned to plant the area directly behind the Spa building that was enclosed
by the fence erected last year.

PROPERTY
There are no property issues to report
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FUTURE WORK PROGRAMME
The future work programme will concentrate on planning of bulk fund projects along
with planning for the winter planting programme.

Work will also be undertaken on the Morrinsville public toilets upgrades as per
Council resolution.
